All hours must be
documented on an ACT Community Service Documentation Form completely and legibly. The total hours will
be noted on the student’s high school transcript.

Any service that happens outside of school
hours.

Any activity performed during school hours —
unless with advanced written permission of
the principal.

Any service that has a supervisor/verifier with
legitimate contact information.
